COMPETITION INFORMATION

Course

The course starts at the renowned Kosciuszki Square and finishes on the main city beach in Gdynia. Starting
almost from the sea level, flat for the first 9km, the course then climbs steadily, reaching a maximum of 50 metres
above sea level (a.s.l.) before the 15km mark. Then it goes down for the next 3km before the last uphill part in the
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famous Swietojanska Street. The final part goes down towards the sea and along sea boulevards with the finish
straight located on the sandy beach.

Mass Race

The men'’s race will start together with a mass race where more than 19,000 participants are expected to start.

Only the Championship runners are eligible for Championship Medals and Prize Money. Runners under 64 minutes
are not allowed to participate in the Mass Race.

Team Scoring

In both races the first three finishers will score for the team.

Each race will be scored separately. The team results will be decided by the aggregate of times recorded by the
scoring athletes of each team. The team with the lowest aggregate of times will be judged the winner. If a team fails
to finish with a complete scoring team, the runners finishing will be counted as individuals in the race result and be
eligible for the individual awards.

In the event of a tie, it will be resolved in favour of the team whose last scoring member finishes nearer to first place.
Medals

The first three athletes in each individual event and the first three teams will be presented with a gold, silver or
bronze medal respectively.

For the team awards, participants who did not finish the race or were disqualified will not mount the podium and
will not receive a medal.

In all cases, the medals will be presented in ascending order: third, second, first.

ENTRIES
Age Categories

Any athlete who is at least 18 years of age on 31 December 2020 (born in 2002 or earlier) may compete.
Entry Requlations

Members may enter one team in each race. A maximum of seven athletes may be entered; no more than five will
be allowed to start, with three to score.

Individual entries are admitted in any of the two races and the finishing athletes will be eligible for the
corresponding individual awards.

Submission of Entries and Deadlines

Preliminary Entries Member Federations must submit their Preliminary Entries on line using the
World Athletics on-line Event Entry System (EES)
(https://evententry.worldathletics.org} by 29 January 2020 midnight, Monaco
time. Preliminary Entries may be submitted starting 30 December 2019.

Final Entries The Final Entries must also be submitted online using the World Athletics on-
line EES, by 9 March 2020 midnight, Monaco time. Final Entries may be
submitted starting 16 February 2020.

Final Confirmations Final Confirmation of Entries must be made upon the team’s arrival at the
Accreditation Centre.

Financial support is offered to those participating Member Federations who have met their member obligations
and are in “good standing” with World Athletics.

The Quota can be found in Appendix B.

Travel

For athletes within the Quota, World Athletics will cover 50% of an economy-class airline ticket from the Member
Federation Headquarters to Gdynia and 100% of economy-class airline tickets for Area Champions (see Appendix
B for complete details). The travel costs must be approved by World Athletics before any reimbursement is issued.

Member Federations must submit travel costs at the same time as the Preliminary Entries, no later than 29 January
2020.

The original invoice from the travel agency must be given to World Athletics on site during the accreditation
procedure.

Accommodation

For athletes within the quota staying with their teams at the official hotel, the LOC is offering free accommodation
in twin rooms for the subsidised period of a maximum three nights (arrival Friday 27 March and departure Monday
30 March). Quota athletes requesting single rooms will be charged a supplement (see costs below).

Reimbursements

Reimbursements will be made by bank transfer after the competition. If an athlete for whom World Athletics/LOC
have provided financial support is on site but does not compete, World Athletics/LOC have the right to reclaim
the travel and accommodation support.

Financial Penalties

Member Federations must respect the deadlines and provide accurate information in their entries in order to avoid
causing financial impact to the LOC. Failure to do so may result in the application of financial penalties as detailed
below. The penalties will be debited to the account of the Member with World Athletics.

Respect of Deadlines A penalty of USD 1,000 may be imposed on any Federation which does not
respect the Preliminary and/or Final Entry deadlines.

Realistic Entries A penalty of USD 1,000 per athlete, after the first two, may be imposed on
Member Federations which:
e after having announced through the Preliminary Entries their participation in
a World Athletics competition do not take part;
e after having entered in the Preliminary Entries more than two athletes, attend
the competition with a number of athletes 25% or more higher or lower than
the entered number.
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Competition Awards

Prize Money

During the World Athletics Half Marathon Championships Gdynia 2020, the top six athletes and teams in each
event will be awarded the following prize money by World Athletics:

Payments will be made following confirmation of doping control tests and submission of complete Award Forms
with full bank details. The Individual Award Form can be found in Appendix E and should be returned by email to
the World Athletics Competitions Department (awards@worldathletics.org). The payment of the Team Awards will
be managed directly with the Member Federation.

World Record Bonus

In the event that an athlete breaks a World Record during the World Athletics Half Marathon Championships
Gdynia 2020, a prize of USD 50,000 will be awarded. The World Record Bonus will only be awarded for
performances which improve the existing World Record, and which meet all the necessary conditions for
recognition as a World Athletics World Record, in accordance with World Athletics Regulations and after
ratification of the record by World Athletics. Full details of the regulations regarding this prize are available from
World Athletics upon request.

Rights and Obligations in Relation to the Prize Money and World Record Bonus

Athletes confirm that they will make themselves available for promotional activities as set out in the athlete
agreement.

If an athlete’s Doping Control results return positive, the awards and bonuses won will be withheld.

ATHLETES’ CLOTHING

Uniform

Athletes shall participate in the uniform clothing approved by their National Federation. The Medal Ceremony is
considered part of the competition for this purpose. In accordance with the Rules and Regulations concerning

uniforms, National Federation kit must be approved by World Athletics and Athletes of the same team must wear
National Federation uniform with the same design.

Please submit uniform/team kits to kitapprovals@worldathletics.org.

All Members Federations must bring their team uniform to the accreditation centre for inspection, during the
accreditation procedures.

Team Sponsor Marketing & Advertising on Uniforms

If the National Federation wishes to have a sponsor appear on their uniforms/team kit, then it must be first submitted
to World Athletics for approval to kitapprovals@waorldathletics.org.

DOPING CONTROL

Doping Control will be conducted in accordance with World Athletics Regulations and Guidelines and under the
supervision of the World Athletics Medical/Doping Delegate. Additional tests can be conducted at the request,
and at the cost, of the relevant Member Federation.

INSURANCE

A separate Circular dedicated to team insurance coverage for emergency medical costs during the travel and stay
abroad for all athletes and officials at 2020 World Athletics Series competitions will be issued in January 2020.
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Please refer to Appendix C as to whether citizens from your country need a visa to enter Poland and, if so,
whether:

e There is a Polish Consulate or Embassy in your country.

e  There is neither a Polish Consulate nor Embassy in your country, although a visa can be obtained through
a Schengen country.

e There is neither a Polish Consulate nor Embassy in your country. The nearest country where you can
apply for your visa is proposed.

If you do need a visa, then you will require an Official Invitation Letter for the visa application. In order to receive
one from the LOC, you must complete the Excel sheet attached (under separate cover) with the required
information for each member of your delegation.

QUOTA

All Member Federations are entitled to a basic quota of one male and one female athlete.

Based on the number of athletes per country ranked in the IAAF World Road Running Ranking Lists as at 31 May
2019, the following Member Federations benefit from a higher quota as set out below:

Men
e 3 Athletes: BEL, BRN, ERI, ESP, ETH, GBR, ITA, JPN, KEN, MAR, RSA, SWE, TUR, UGA, USA
e 2 Athletes: AUS, BDI, GER, NED, RWA

All other Member Federations: 1 male athlete

Women
e 3 Athletes: AUS, BRN, CAN, ESP, ETH, FRA, GBR, JPN, KEN, MAR, NED, USA
o 2 Athletes: BDI, GER, ISR, SUI, SWE, UGA, UKR

All other Member Federations: 1 female athlete
Host Country POL (no quota)

Area Champions
For Area Champions of the same year participating in the World Athletics Half Marathon Championships, 100%
travel/accommodation grants shall be administered as follows:

Individual Competitions The Area Champion of each individual event of the corresponding Area
Championships will benefit from the 100% travel/accommodation grants
regardless of the number of participants in the event in which the athlete competed.

Team Competitions The Area Champions (up to a maximum of three athletes) of each team event of the
corresponding Area Championships, where at least 5 countries have participated,
will benefit from the 100% travel/accommodation grants. It is to be noted that the
winning teams of events where less than 5 countries have participated, will not
benefit from 100% travel/accommodation grants, unless the team in question
finishes in the first half of the World Athletics Half Marathon Championships.

If the Champions are not entered, the benefit will not be extended to second place.

The Continental Area Associations concerned must send the results of these competitions to World Athletics,
events@worldathletics.org, in order for the financial benefit to be implemented.

In all cases, and regardless of the number of athletes entered, the quota will not exceed the number of scoring
athletes: i.e. three.
